Ginger Streusel Pumpkin Pie 

 Ingredients 

1 cup unsweetened applesauce                                       
1 cup fat-free milk                                                          

1/2 cup packed brown sugar                                           
1/2 cup egg substitute                                                       

1 teaspoon vanilla extract                                              
1/2 teaspoon ground cinnamon                                        

5 cups cubed day-old bread                                          
1/2 cup chopped peeled apple                                             

1/2 cup fat-free whipped topping                                   
1/2 cup fat-free caramel ice cream topping  

In a large bowl, combine the applesauce, milk, brown 
sugar, egg substitute, vanilla and cinnamon. Fold in 

bread cubes and apple. Pour into an 8-in. square baking 
dish coated with cooking spray. Bake, uncovered, at 

325° for 35-40 minutes or until a knife inserted near the 
center comes out clean. Serve warm with whipped top-

ping and caramel topping. Refrigerate leftovers.

On a lightly floured surface, unroll pastry. Transfer pastry 
to a 9 inch pie plate. Trim pastry to 1/2 in beyond edge of 

plate; flute edges. In large bowl, whisk eggs, pumpkin, 
cream sugars, cinnamon, salt, allspice, nutmeg and 

cloves. Pour into pastry shell. Bake at 350 for 40 min-
utes. In small bowl, combine flour and brown sugar; cut 
in butter until crumble. Stir in walnuts and ginger. Gently 
sprinkle over filling. Bake 15-25 minutes longer or until a 

knife inserted near center comes out clean. Cool on a 
wire rack. Refrigerate leftovers.  

6 medium sweet potatoes                                           
1/4 cup butter, cubed                                                     

2 cups shredded cheddar cheese                                   
6 bacon strips cooked and crumbled                                  

1/2 tsp. salt

Scrub and pierce sweet potatoes. Bake at 375 for 1 1/4 
hours or until tender. When cool, cut a thin slice off the 

top of each potato and discard. Scoop out the pulp 
leaving thin shells. In a large bowl mash the pulp with 
butter. Stir in remaining ingredients. Spoon into potato 

shells. Place on a baking sheet. Bake for 20 - 30      
minutes or until heated through.

1 Tbsp active dry yeast 

2 1/4 cups warm water 

1/3 cup sugar 

1/3 cup shortening 

1/4 cup powdered nondairy creamer 

2 1/4 tsp. salt 

6 to 7 cups bread flour 

In a large bowl, dissolve yeast in warm water. Add the 
sugar, shortening, creamer, salt and 5 cups of flour. 
Beat until smooth. Stir in enough remaining flour to 
form a soft dough (dough will be sticky). Turn onto a 

floured surface, knead until smooth and elastic, about 6 
to 8 minutes. Place in a bowl coated with cooking 

spray. Cover and let rise until doubled, about 30 min-
utes. Bake at 350 for 12 - 15 minutes or until lightly 

browned. Remove from pans to wire racks.
